Palm Cards

All files that are labelled as palm cards were designed as a pocket size reference that I found useful to read on public transport. They are meant to be a memory tool that has a reasonable amount of information on each card and can be easily understood. Each set of cards are to be printed on A4 paper; I prefer a heavier gauge paper (190 gram) which helps the cards to survive longer and is harder to see through when the answer is on the back of the card. When printed; the cards on the A4 paper will have double lined borders as guidelines for cutting them into individual cards and each set of cards are meant to have a standard dimension.
The Palm Card files named “Declension”, “Principal Parts” and “Verbs” not only have palm cards that need to be cut up but also have full A4 pages of information or full page tables. These full page tables are the same as those found in the MTC Greek Text Books and are useful put on the office wall or in a folder so that you don’t have to flick around in your text books to find these tables.
Palm Cards – Declension

This file can be broken up into two basic sets of cards; the first page has the “masculine, feminine and neuter” forms on each card and the second page only has one of these forms on any given card. These cards are a mixture of first, second and third declension nouns and pronouns as well as adjectives.
Palm Cards - Principal Parts
There are three pages in this file; the first page is the Principal Parts table, the second page is a practice page for writing out the same table by hand and the third page is a set of cards that has each word on the table declined on a card.
Palm Cards – Verbs
There are also three pages in this file; the first page is the full Regular Verb Table, the second page has the verb table broken into individual cards for ease of learning, the third page is the “Translating Tenses and Verbs” table and is useful for translation purposes.
Palm Cards - Vocab with 1cm and 2cm Margins

The information that is in these two files is identical; the reason for the difference between these files is the page margins for the printer; some printers do not like to print so close to the edge of page and so the cards will not fit on the paper and the alignment between the front side and the back side of the paper will be wrong. The advantage of the 1cm margin file is that the cards are a little larger than the 2cm file and so are little easier to handle.
Each A4 page of paper has twenty cards on it with the Greek to be printed on the front of the paper after which the paper is turned over and the English meaning is printed on the back of the paper. It is an advantage to use the heavier gauge paper (I prefer 190 gram paper) with the “Vocab Cards” as you may be able to see the answers on the back of the card with a normal gauge of paper (approximately 80 grams).
Before you start to print make sure you have enough paper as you will need approximately thirty pieces of paper to make all the cards. To begin with print only one page of paper (front and back) first as a test piece making sure that the borders are centred on the page and that the right meanings correspond with the Greek on the other side of the paper when you turned it over to print the English. If the cards are out of alignment when you use the 1cm margin file then try the 2cm margin file as your printer may prefer a larger margin.
The Second Year Cards do not have any numbers but there is a numbering system on the First Year Cards. The single digit numbers are the vocab from each of the days in the back of the “Greek Weeks” Book (1. = day 1, 2. = day2). The double digit numbers are the vocab at the back of the “First Year Greek Book”; these digits represent both the term and the week (11. = term 1, week 1; 32 = term 3, week 2).
Once you are satisfied with your test piece simply print the rest of the Greek side first, then turn the paper over and print all the English side, then cut them up and start memorising.
Gk Alphabet names Prac sheet

The first page is a chart of the Greek Alphabet giving you the Greek letter names, the transliteration, the Greek upper and lower cases as well as phonetics for each letter. The second and third pages provide a page that can be printed out and used to practice the writing and remembering of the alphabet.
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
