 New era of philosopher, not just interpreting the world but changing it. 


Dialectical materialist – interaction between base and super-structure


History of production  - conditions, means and mode. 


Culture arises out of surplus


Worker alienated for work

Kierkegaard - Existentialist


European Bankruptcy – devoid of passion & commitment. Hated Sunday Christianity.


 More important to find ‘truths’ (small t) that are meaningful for the individual’s life – ie. ‘true for me’= ‘Subjective’ truth’


Truths are personal


Existential – concerned with our existence and living life.  


Not just philosophical reflection behind a desk. 


Faith is such – not based on reason or knowledge �(ie. Christianity is irrational).
